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Preamble: In recent years, the Fashion has become a buzzword. Our society is rapidly 

changing due to the globalisation, uses of internet, and rapid communication.

Prof. Naveen Kango, Director Academic Affairs, emphasised the 

importance of skill enhancement courses, and said, "Fashion design as a profession tends to 

attract many people at a young age, but people often tend to focus only on the glamorous side of 

it and overlook all the hard work that goes into becoming a successful designer." He 

recommended the attendees to focus on the technical aspects of fashion design and 

technology.Prof Neelima Gupta, the Hon'ble Vice Chancellor, in her inaugural address 

emphasised the National Design Policy's goal, which envisions the importance of design 

interventions in India as well as strategic measures to promote them. Vice Chancellor also 

stressed the importance of creating a platform for creative design development, promotion, and 

collaboration across numerous industries, states, and regions to integrate design with tradition 



and technological resources. India is a major exporter of raw materials, fabrics, clothes, and 

other fashion accessories. India, on the other hand, has a large young population, with over 81% 

of the population under 45 years old and a median age of 26. She emphasised the development 

of skills among the Vishwavidyalaya's young students. Vote of Thanks was given by Dr Anil 

Kashyap, Course coordinator of the Diploma course in Fashion Designing and Technology and 

Retail Management. Prof Versha Sharma, Dr Sushil Kashaw, Dr Shalini Chotani, Dr. Gyanesh 

Tiwari, Dr Neelu Rawat, Dr Payal Mahobiya, Dr Rashmi Shrivastava were in attendance. The 

programme was convened by Dr Rajesh Singh Yadav, Department of Criminology and 

Forensic Science. 
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The first session was headed by Prof Prof. G.L. Puntambekar, Chairperson-Placement Cell and 
Skill Development Cell, with Dr. Anil Kashyap, Course Coordinator, as the rapporteur. During 
the second session,Dr. Rashi Agarwal, Associate Dean, Research & Development, CSJM 
University, Kanpur, gave a presentation on "Self-employment Opportunities in Fashion 
Designing and Technology" Mr. Sanni Gupta, Founder and Designer, Jogira India, Patna, gave a 
talk titled "Post-Covid Challenges for Fashion Retailers."
